
 

 

 
Bolton School – Girls’ Division 
 
A new state of the art building has 
been added to this historical site, 
one of the oldest schools in 
Lancashire.  JP Commercial 
Kitchens Ltd was appointed to 
supply and install a new finishing 
kitchen, which will be used to serve 
the Junior Girls’ Division.  The final 
design was based on discussions 
with the client who had specific 
ideas on the specification and layout 
of the catering equipment. 
 
The kitchen consists of high quality stainless steel 
fabrication, a flap and gate section built into the 
dishwasher dirties tabling, an island worktop area 
including ambient cupboard space and a three door 
refrigerated counter, with ambient shelves across the 
island run.   
 
The only piece of cooking equipment in this area is a ten 
grid Rational combination oven as this a finishing kitchen.  
All the main catering is carried out in the senior girls 
division, which is transported over to this kitchen.  As 
ventilation to this area was an issue due to the fact that 
we could not extract through the stone facade, we 
installed a Rational Combi-Vent exhaust hood over the 
oven.  This looks part of the combi and as such, is not as 
obtrusive as a standard extraction canopy.  The Combi-
Vent hood also means the oven is fully mobile and could 
be moved into another area at a later date, if the client 
wished. 
 
Great attention was given to the design of the servery 
counter.  As this is the junior division of the School, the 
height and the depth of the counter had to suitable to 
serve the junior aged children.  The bespoke counter consists of a refrigerated salad well, a large 
bain marie, self service multideck, integrated hot cupboards and ambient shelving to the rear.
